Applying R2T4 to Standard Terms with Mini-sessions

Assume that a standard term (quarter, semester or trimester) consists of two consecutive mini-sessions A and B, each with a length of one half of the standard term.

In order to determine the percentage of aid that the student has earned, a fraction has to be created with a numerator (top number) and a denominator (bottom number).  The following scenarios will indicate how the numerator and denominator are determined.

Note the following for the last scenario:  If the school cannot document the student’s participation in an educationally related activity in B, then the withdrawal date that must be used is the initial withdrawal date in A.  Also, the numerator, denominator and period used to establish the 60% point would be changed to those used in scenario #6.

*The institutional charges used for R2T4 purposes would include tuition charges for both A and B less any adjustments made BEFORE the student withdrew.

  The aid to be considered would be the aid that was disbursed plus the aid that could have been disbursed for both A and B.

** Suppose a standard term has 100 days with Session A being 50 days and Session B 50 days.  Then the 60% point would normally be day number 60.  If the student was in attendance in A for only 20 days and in B for 15 days, then the student was in attendance a total of only 35 days.  The student does not meet the 60% test since she was only in attendance for 35 days, not a least 60 days.
